Future

Because English doesn’t have a distinct marking for future on the main verb, the language sometimes allows context to suggest that something is happening in the future. Discuss how future is conveyed in the following examples.

1. I can come over tomorrow.

2. She leaves on the noon train on Saturday.

3. We should learn about fractions soon.
